Introduction and Mental Set

Day 1 - 
Have students paint a color wheel - handouts 2.3.1 and 2.3.2.

Day 2 -
Student should cut out the masked and attach to color wheel.  Use this as a tool to help in the understanding of color terminology.

Hold a prism to the sun and have the students identify the colors of the rainbow.  Note: The colors will always appear in the same order.  (Violet, blue, green, yellow, orange, red) Note the order is directly related to the location of the colors on the color wheel and the make up of the secondary colors.

Color wheel - tool to use to understand the uses of color
B.
Primary color - natural colors; red, yellow & blue

C.
Secondary colors - equal mixture of two primary colors;

red & yellow = orange

yellow & blue = green

red & blue = purple/violet

D.
Tertiary color - equal mixture of a primary and secondary color.  ex.  red & orange = red-orange

E.
Chroma - measure of brightness or dullness

F.
Value - brightness or darkness of a color

G.
Tint - add white to make a color brighter, pink is a tint of red

H.
Tone - add gray to make a color dull; dusty rose is a tone of pink

I.
Shade - add black to make a color darker, burgundy is a shade of red

J.
Color harmonies - combinations of color that are pleasing to the eye

K.
Monochromatic - one hue with its tints, shades and tones, ex.  red, pink, mauve, burgundy

L.
Analogous - three or more hues that are next to each other on the color wheel.  ex.  yellow - green, yellow & yellow - orange

M.
Complementary - two colors opposite each other on the color wheel.  ex.  red and green

N.
Split-Complementary - any color with the two colors on each side of its complement.  ex.  yellow with blue-violet and red-violet

O.
Triadic - three colors that are equally spaced on the color wheel.  ex. yellow, red and blue

P.
Polychromatic - three or more unrelated colors, select tints, shades & tones

Color Concentration: rule of thumb with three colors
A.
65%brightest value - edges of design

B.
25%mid-range - nearest the center
C.
10%darkest - focal area
5.
Line:  visual path that the eye follows, creates motion in the design
A.
Vertical line - implies strength, dignity or feelings of formality

B.
Curved lines - adds a feminine dimension

C.
Horizontal line - informality and makes people feel restful

Form:  shape or silhouette of an arrangement, maybe circular, triangular or curved
7.
Texture:  surface appearance of flowers, foliage, container, and accessories.  May be fine or coarse, smooth or rough, shiny or dull, satiny or velvety

2.3.1
The Masked Color Wheel
Prepare a mask for the color wheel.  Carefully cut out the slots and circles and the large circle.  Cut into corners after puncturing the center with a paper drill on by puncturing the centers to facilitate cutting.  Make a hole in the center with a paper drill on by pushing a paper fastener through. Fasten the mask over the color wheel using a paper fastener through the centers.  When the key color is over a hue on your color wheel, you can see the color schemes that are possible using the key color.  For an accented neutral scheme, combine the key color with white, grey, or black or combinations of the three.
