Teaching Procedure


Introduction and Mental Set

Set up the following scenario.  A worker in a local flower shop (substitute one of your student’s names) assisted a customer who stopped by the floral shop to order a special arrangement for her granddaughter who will turn sixteen.  The granddaughter’s birthday is February 14th.  After considerable discussion, the customer decides that she wants an oval floral design with 16 lavender roses, baby’s breath and appropriate birthday accessories.  The customer wants to spend $25 and will pick up the order two days early since the granddaughter lives in the neighboring state and the grandmother is attending the birthday party.

What issues/concerns should you have with the customer prior to finalizing the sale?

Students may respond:

February 14th is Valentine’s Day and rose prices are extremely high - price of $25 is too low

Can not guarantee rose color due to availability

Carrying the arrangement and holding it for two days will affect its appearance when presented to the granddaughter

Roses may not be available

Consider sending the order by wire

Suggest alternative flowers if price is not negotiable

The floral worker needs to know the above information before completing the sale
