Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Have a box or a basket of ribbons cut in one to two foot sections, all colors and all materials.  Dump them out on your demonstration table to get the students’ attention.  Ask the students to tell you what it is that you have dumped.

Discussion

1.
Have the students discuss how they think ribbon is used in the florist business (corsages, arrangements, displays, banners, funeral, wrapping, bud vases, balloons).

2.
Have on hand examples of various designs that need specific ribbon widths.  Let the student pick the size.  Have bows already made to confirm their conclusions.  It might help to emphasize your point to have inappropriate sized bows placed on designs.

3.
Discuss the relationship between the ribbon number and the ribbons size (the number is an industry standard).

4.
Ask the students if they notice any difference between the materials the ribbons are made of (texture, glossy, dull, plastic, fabric, rough, smooth, velvet, paper, lace).

5.
List for the students the different types that material ribbon can be made of.

6.
 Discuss the importance of considering the material when selecting a ribbon for a floral design.

7.
Point out the most common ribbon materials used by retail florists.

8.
Have the students evaluate which ribbons cost more and relate this to the frequency of their use.
