Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

The instructor should present a variety of pre-made bows.  They should vary in size, shape and type of ribbon.  Have the students recommend a use for each of the bows.  You should have a bow to fit each of the following situations: bud vase, corsage, wedding bouquet, funeral arrangement, medium or all occasion arrangement, homecoming corsage, pew bow with clip, plant bow with pick.
Discussion

1.
Discuss the types of bows used by a florist.  Use the pre-made bows and actually attach them to the appropriate item.

2.
Show the students that the material (ribbon) used for each type of bow makes a difference (expensive, cheap, weather resistant silk, velvet, satin, wired, varying widths).

3.
Point out to the students that the public has preconceived ideas as to what type of bow is appropriate for certain events or designs.

4.
Invite a local florist in to demonstrate the making of different types of bows.  They can also give insight into the customer expectations.
