Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Ask the students to name the times when they have seen men wearing flowers (weddings, proms, funeral, anniversary, special occasion).  Emphasize that flowers worn by men are called boutonnieres and those worn by women are called corsages.

Discussion

1.
Question the student on how to choose what the man will wear (color, event, cost, to match the corsage).

2.
Discuss the types of flowers that are commonly used as boutonnieres (carnations, mini-carnations, roses, alstroemeria, stephanotis).


3.
Demonstrate proper technique in the construction of a boutonniere.  A handout should be given to the student outlining the steps of boutonniere construction.  A hint: It is important to inspect the student’s boutonniere to make sure the foliage is not showing too much, not more than the tips.
4.
Move through the room to evaluate and assist students develop skills in boutonniere making.

5.
Students should place boutonnieres in a plastic bag and store in a floral cooler.
