Constructing a Fan Arrangement

Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set
The fan arrangement is a one ‑sided design. It obtains its name from an open fan silhouette created by the design.

Fan arrangements, typical for many Williamsburg designs are still popular. They are often used for the church banquet arrangements, and basket designs for sympathy.

Discussion
1.
Most of the same techniques involved in designing a symmetrical triangle arrangement are used in designing the fan arrangement. 
The most distinguishing difference between the two is the rounded outer shape of the edges of the design opposed to the straight line edges of the symmetrical triangle design. 

2. 
Steps in construction
A.
Select a pedestal container. Cut 2 of a block of floral foam. Saturate the foam with preservative solution. Secure the block with waterproof tape making sure the tape doesn't extend beyond 1 inch of the lip of the container.

B.
Uses seven snapdragons to create the fan silhouette. Use a floral wire to help in developing the gradual curved shape. Bend the wire from the bottom snapdragon to the middle snapdragon. Be sure the bottom snapdragon's stems touch the lip of the container.

C.
Place the three remaining snapdragons inside the silhouette near the focal point. The placement of linear flowers in this manner will help to integrate the outer line flowers with the mass flowers.

D.
Place the largest carnation at the focal point area of the design. Place five to seven additional carnations along the outer edges of the design. Wire any flowers with weak stems.  Place the remaining carnations between the outer and focal carnations. Approximate equidistance between these.

E.
Add greenery to the design in such a way as to enhance the fan shape of the design. Leatherleaf can be used exclusively or other greenery can be included such as eucalyptus, bear grass, gorse, saladaga, etc.  Places some pieces of leatherleaf at the back of the design and to cover the mechanics.

3.
Teacher set the standard by demonstrating the construction.
4.
Let students use the teacher design as an example to follow in constructing their design.
5.
Students construct the design using notes taken in class and observing the teacher demonstration.
Summary

Many variations are possible by substituting flower foliage, substitute these to meet your local needs of materials.

Evaluation
Grade designs individually during class, critiquing the arrangements in the presence of the student. 

Make any suggest improving the designs. 

Require the students to mistakes before issuing a final grade.
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
