Teaching Procedure
Introduction and Mental Set

Discuss the equipment needed when using balloons and how to inflate balloons.
3.
Select a bud vase or arrangement to make for a special occasion and add balloons to the design.
4.
Complete a wholesale order for the flowers and supplies that will be needed.
5.
Demonstrate the procedures for making the selected design.  Place the design on display for student observation.
6.
Have the students construct the selected design.  Give assistance where needed.  Ask students to remake any designs that do not meet a saleable standard in your opinion.
7.
Provide the students with a copy of the wholesale florist bill and have them calculate the retail selling price of the arrangement.
