Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Potted plants are a popular item in florist shops.  Covering potted plants adds value to these items.  Show the students an example of potted plants wrapped in floral foil and with speed covers.  Discuss the need/demand for potted plants in the florist shop.
Discussion

Outline the procedure for wrapping potted plants (refer to text).  Follow the procedure and demonstrate it for the students.
2.
Demonstrate the use of the speed covers.  Discuss the advantages/disadvantages of speed covers versus wrapping the pots with foil.
Summary

Knowing how to wrap a pot can help save you money.  Being able to do this means you can also help decorate for functions that are taking place at your school or possibly in the community.

Evaluation
Have the students wrap the potted plants with both florist foil and speed covers.

Hint: If greenhouse facilities are accessible, you may want to consider growing your own potted plants and having your students wrap them to sell for a holiday such as Christmas or Mother’s Day.
