Identifying Cross Section of a Tree

Activities:

1.  Identifying the parts of a cross section of a tree.

A.  You will be given a cross section of a tree.  You are to identify the following parts on your cross section with a number.


-Heartwood


-Xylem


-Cambium


-Phloem


-Outer bark

B.  On a sheet of paper, write the name and function of the part that corresponds to the number on the cross section.

C.  On the reverse side of your cross section, count the annual rings and determine the age of the tree.

D.  On the reverse side of the sheet of paper you identified the tree parts, calculate the year the tree was planted and list one significant historical event that occurred that year.  Do the same for each successive year until it was cut down.

2.  Parts of a tree

A.  You will be given a seedling.  Wash all the soil from the roots and dry with a paper towel.

B.  Tape your seedling to a sheet of paper.

C.  Identify the parts of the tree and list their function.

3.  How a tree grows.


A.  You will be given two twigs.  Tape each one to a sheet of paper.

B.  Look on page 54 in the Forests and Forestry text.  Use figure 3-11 to help you label all the parts of your twigs.
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
