Teaching Procedure
Introduction and Mental Set 
Pictures of lawns in need of renovation (weeds, disease, thinning-out) and pictures of great lawns.  If possible, show a before and after picture of the same lawn.  Also, discuss renovation of shrub planting decks, patios, and walks.  Get students to list reasons why landscapes need renovation.  Examples: Family needs change, trends in landscape change, new and improved plant materials, deterioration of walks and patios, or decks.

Discuss methods of renovation.

Total renovation - removing all plantings/lawn to redesign

Partial renovation

·  removing some plants, perhaps foundational plants or overgrown feature plants

· also, may renovate specific areas (public, private, service) on a gradual time line. 

C. 
Lead discussion to create a new landscape plan if several changes are to be made.

3.
Campus tour: lead the students to identify a small section of school lawn that needs renovation to use as a demonstration.

4.
Students divide into groups and develop a list of landscape renovation needs for selected campus area and present to class.

5.
Draw a new landscape plan: Students take measurements of selected site and develop a new landscape plan with renovations.
