Horticulture in Georgia employs over 40,000 people and accounts for $2 billion dollars annually for products and valued added products/services sold.

A History of Georgia Horticulture and The Georgia Green Industry Association
The horticulture industry has a long history in the state of Georgia and finds its roots at the former P.J. Berckmans Fruitlands Nursery near Augusta.  P.J. Berckmans influence is still seen all over the south through his work in the fruit and ornamental industry and in 1908 the U.S. Department of Agriculture declared that he had done more for American horticulture than almost any other man.

Fruitlands Nursery became a world-class experimental station as well as a botanical garden which disseminated many of the most valuable plants of the southern horticulturist including Honey peaches, Kelsey plum, Japanese persimmon, hardy lemon, Amoor River privet, Berckmans dwarf arborvitae, eleagnus, wisteria and other fruits and ornamentals.  Fruitland Nursery is still at the forefront of interest in Georgia.  The nursery is now known as the August National Golf Club and annually hosts the Masters Golf Tournament.  The Augusta National Club House is the original family home of the Berckmans.

During the late 1800's, Berckmans began the Georgia Horticulture Society, which became the parent organization for several groups, including the Georgia Nurserymen=s Association (GNA).  GNA served the horticulture industry throughout the state until 1990 when GNA merged with the Georgia Association of Landscape Professionals to form the Georgia Green Industry Association (GGIA).  A need for a more unified voice to serve growers, landscapers, and retail garden centers provided the catalyst to form GGTA.  

Horticulture is one of the fastest growing segments in Georgia agriculture.  Gross sales of nursery, greenhouse and turf products grown in Georgia in 1995 totaled nearly $207 million.  This was 8 percent above 1994 and 54 percent above 1991.  Georgia has over 19,500 acres producing horticultural products and is ranked among the top fifteen horticultural producing states in the nation.  Georgia is home to four of the nation=s Top 100 Nursery Growers and is home to the largest container nursery east of the Mississippi River.  

The metro- Atlanta area is home to several of the best landscape companies in the nation as well as home to one of the nation=s largest family-owned retail garden chains.  Atlanta is also corporate headquarters for the nation=s number one retailer of plants through home and garden center stores.
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Today=s horticultural community employs over 40,000 Georgians.  Once Georgia-produced horticultural commodities are sold and established in the landscape, the added value of the product exceeds $2 billion annually. The rapid growth of Georgia=s green industry has turned a very young association into a thriving one.  

GGIA produces an annual trade show each January.  In 1996 264 booths were showcased with almost 2,500 people in attendance.  First class educational seminars are offered in conjunction with the trade show.  In addition, each Division of GGIA (Landscape, Retail, and Wholesale) provides educational seminars throughout the year incorporating current topics of interest in each particular discipline of the industry.  GGIA also cooperates with the state=s Extension Service to host several educational events each year.  

GGIA updated a certification exam formerly administered by GNA.  The exam is designed for retailers and growers and is a measurement of general horticultural knowledge, pest and disease identification, selling and customer service techniques, and includes a plant identification portion.  Successful participants receive the ACertified Plant Professional- Retail Specialist@ title.  

GGIA has developed another exam for landscape professionals which includes written test skills ranging from reading a blueprint to choosing the best plant for a give situation.  The hands-on portion of the exam takes about eight hours to complete.  Test applicants must demonstrate proficiency in nine areas of common landscape tasks.   Successful participants in this exam receive the ACertified Landscape Specialist@ designation.

As the State Legislature convenes each January, GGIA is busy providing legislative monitoring and reporting services to its membership.  Each February, GGIA visits the Capitol taking a plant to each legislator and staff member.  This activity has allowed GGIA the opportunity to educate the elected officials about the scope of the green industry in the state.

The Journal is the monthly publication of the Association.  The Journal includes research reports, legislative updates, marketing tips, new products, and upcoming events in each issue.  Many members say The Journal always finds its way into the Amust read@ stack of publication.
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All projects of GGIA are directed by volunteer leadership in three Divisions of the association- Landscape, Retail, and Wholesale.  There are six standing committees serving the GGIA membership of over 600 firms.  Five working meetings of the Divisional Boards and Committees are held each year.  The Executive Committee holds two additional meetings annually.  Finally, a two-day planning session is held each summer.  

Although GGIA is one of the youngest horticultural associations in the south, it is a very active organization.  As the industry continues its rapid growth, GGIA is providing services to meet the demands of its membership.   The future of the state=s horticulture industry and GGIA is bright.

Plant Professional

The Georgia Green Industry Certified Plant Professional Exam-Retail Specialist consists of a written exam and a plant identification exam.  The written test is based on a study manual available through the association and features 100 multiple choice questions.  To pass the written exam, you must answer 70 questions correctly.  The second portion of the exam is plant identification.  You will observe 100 plant specimens.  The plant list provided in the manual names all the possible specimens which might be included in the test.

The Certified Plant Professional Exam-Retail Specialist is given twice per year.  The first exam is administered each January at the annual GGIA Conference and Trade Show held at the Cobb Galleria Center in Atlanta, GA.  The second exam is administered in conjunction with the Southern Nurserymen=s Trade Show at the World Congress Center in Atlanta, GA each August.

The preregistration fee of $100 for members or $125 for non-members includes a newly revised Study Manual and a reserved place for the test.  Your manual will be sent to you at the address on your application.

Test results (raw scores) are mailed to your home within 14 working days from the test date.  A Apass/did not pass@ result is sent to your employer.

If you pass one portion of the exam, you do not have to repeat that portion as long as you attempt to retake the failed portion within one year from the initial test date.  You must register to retake the exam.  The fee is $15 for members of non-members.

The Georgia Green Industry Association=s Certified Landscape Specialist Exam consists of two components: one inside written and one outdoor Ahands-on@.

Following is a brief overview of the fourteen sections of the exam:

Indoor Written:

1.
General Knowledge Test: 100 questions from the study manual.

2.
Plan Take-Off.  Testing ability to read and interpret a landscape plan.  Participants will be given a plan and asked several questions about its content.  Calculations such as square foot, area, etc. are part of this section.

3.
Pest Identification. Participants must identify twenty-five pests from samples/photos provided.

4.
Plant Section.  Given a plan to review, the participants will be asked ten questions concerning plant selection.  The planting plan will not be labeled and participants will be asked to make appropriate plant choices for given situations.  Questions will be multiple choice.

5.
Plant Identification.  Participants must correctly identify 35 of 50 plant specimens from a list provided in the manual.  This portion may be exempted if the participant has successfully completed the Plant Professional Exam.

Outdoor AHands-On@
6.
Plan Lay-out.  Participants will be given a planting plan.  They will be required to arrange containerized plants within a given area following the plan.

7.
Tree Planting and Staking.  Plant a tree according to specs and show how to install a staking system.

8.
Grading and Drainage.  Participants read a topographical map and demonstrate how to contour the grade of a site within a 10' x 10' sand box.

9.
Pruning.  Participants show where on a tree to make pruning cuts, describe for the judge how certain cuts are made, what tools to use, etc; demonstrate proper handling of tools.

10.
Sod Installation.  Participants demonstrate the art of laying sod in a designated area.

11.
Job Evaluation- Installation.  Participants evaluate an existing landscape and identify five acceptable and five unacceptable conditions.
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12.
Job Evaluation- Maintenance.  Participants evaluate an area of a landscape and identify five unacceptable maintenance practices and five acceptable maintenance practices previously performed by a maintenance crew.

13.
Pesticide Application.  Participants using colored liquid and powdered sugar show how to mix pesticides properly, demonstrate to appropriate clothing to wear for the particular job, and demonstrate how to spray properly.  Then they are asked questions on safety, handling, and disposal.

14.
Equipment Operation.  Participants shall demonstrate maintenance checks to make on several pieces of equipment: mower, weedeater, edger, etc.; demonstrate proper use of tools.
