Essential Question: What are the criteria used for judging horses?

Unit Understandings, Themes, and Concepts:  
In this unit students will learn the general uses of horses, the parts of horses, and the criteria used for judging horses.
Primary Learning Goals:  

Students will learn and be able to explain the uses of horses and explain the factors used for judging horses. They will be able to identify the parts of horses and their colors.

Teaching Procedure
Introduction and Mental Set

Establish the mental set by making an analogy between long distance

runners and linemen on a football team (or other athletes that the instructor or class may be more familiar). List the differences in physique between the two athletes. Relate these differences to horses and the tasks that they were originally bred to do.

Discussion

1.
Have students list the ways in which horses are used, shown, etc. When a list has been compiled, separate the uses into classes with similar activities. 

These should include pleasure, breeding, working stock, show, and sport. Have students find the breeds that best suit the above uses. Once they have been listed, students should compare the conformation of each breed to others that are used for the same purposes and contrast the conformation of those breeds that are used for another purpose. (draft vs. sport)

2.
Relate the conformation/purpose of the horse to factors that are used to judge that particular type or breed. 

Explain to the students how shoulder slope, as well as other factors, contributes to an animals’ ability to jump, pull heavy loads, etc. Use the tables and drawings to illustrate what makes a good horse. These should be pointed out as ideals. 

3.
Show the videotape entitled Judging Horses at Halter available from Creative Educational Video (CEV) or from other agricultural A-V suppliers. 

It can also be rented from the American Quarter Horse Association. Have students jot down important points regarding ways to evaluate a horse.

4.
Students should be given a blank drawing of a horse or a blank

drawing of sub-parts of the horse. 

They should be instructed to label any and all parts that they know. After a period of approximately 10 minutes, the same drawing with all parts named should be displayed on a large chart or on overhead transparency. Students should be allowed to make corrections on any misnamed parts.

5.
Using various breed publications, students should assemble

examples of the accepted colors of horses (most breed 

associations adhere to the same or very similar descriptions of horses) and place on bulletin board or poster. 

Students work should be graded for completion and accuracy. If color names are described but not pictured in the students breed publications, encourage students to draw (trace) the outline of a horse and fill in with the appropriate color.

6.
Visit a horse farm and have the owner and/or trainer to point out

important points to observe when judging  horse for purchase or for judging competition.

7.
Refer to the Horse Industry Handbook - have students view and draw the various illustrations of conformation and skeletal structure, both correct and incorrect.  When looking at live horses the student should observe those same characteristics.

  8.
Evaluate students using still photos or video judging contests. Also, describe/name conformation faults of two or more horses and have the students select the best horse based on the description. Visit a horse farm and have the breeder/handler/trainer set up one or more classes of live horses and allow the students to evaluate them. Students should record their observations and be able to explain why certain faults or blemishes will affect their decision as to which horse to select.
Summary
Use the breed charts to point out differences in types of horses. Have the charts posted in the room so that students can refer to them on a regular basis. Also, when the colors of horses are identified, point out that most of the common breeds that are based on color allow a range of shades of a particular color. Also, breeds that are distinct because of color patterns (Paints, Pintos, and Appaloosas) recognize the same colors as most other breed associations. The distinction being that white or the pattern is injected into the base color. Example: Paint horses can be bay, black, brown, etc. The base color will have the white patterns over them.


Activity

Visit a local horse farm and judge a class of horses.  Students should prepare a set of written reasons in defense of their placing.  Schedule at least one trip per week to different farms with different breeds and judge a class of horses each trip if possible.  Students should become more proficient with written reasons and change to oral reasons to defend their placing.

Oral Report Option

1.   Write a paper on one of the topics and orally present your work to the class.

4.   The presentation of the report will be graded secondary 

      to the content of the paper.

PowerPoint Option

1. Presentation should be at least ten slides in length

2. Presentation should include at least four photos.

3. Presentation should be two to five minutes in length.

4. Grammar and spelling will be graded by the same standards as any other written assignment.

5. At least two references must be properly cited.

Poster Option:

1. Prepare a poster that answers/explains one of the topics. You will present your poster to the class.

2. Your poster should include both text and graphics that help communicate your research.

3. At least two sources of information should be properly cited on the back of the poster.

4. Neatness and appearance of the poster will be graded.

5. Poster presentation should last two to five minutes.

The student should present with confidence using techniques like eye contact and voice inflexion to make his or her point. Although content takes precedence over presentation, the experience of successfully presenting in front of a class is part of the basis of this assignment.

	Mechanics- spelling, grammar, punctuation, font size, double spacing, citation, etc. Essentially, the presentation should meet all guidelines set forth and should be executed in proper written English. For the poster, this includes neatness and appearance.
