Introduction and Mental Set


How is information retrieved from a disk?  How do I erase misplaced lines?  How do I set the length and angle of a line?

1.  How do you open a file?

a. On the file menu, select open project.

b. Select linedraw.prj.

c. Select open.


2.  How do you delete lines?

Deleting one line at a time:

1)  Click on (select) a line.

2) On the edit menu, select delete.

b.
Deleting several lines at once:

1)  On the tool bar, select the trash can.

2)  Select lines by hold down left mouse button and dragging across items to be deleted.

3)  Lift up left mouse button.
 

4)  Click right mouse button to stop deleting.

c. Deleting one line or several lines:

1)  Click on a line.

2) Click on trash can

3.  How do you set line dimensions?

a. Draw a line on the screen.

(Hint:  On the draw menu, select lines)

b. At the end of the line, do NOT click the left mouse button.  Take your hand off of the mouse.

c. Press the space bar on the keyboard.

d. A box appears on the screen.  

1) Type 25’ in length box.

2) Type 0 (zero) in heading box.

e. Double click the left mouse button.

f. Draw a line on the screen.

g. Press the space bar on the keyboard.

h. A box appears on the screen.  

3) Type 25’ in length box.

4) Type 270 in heading box.

i. Double click the left mouse button.

j. Draw a line on the screen.

k. Press the space bar on the keyboard.

l. A box appears on the screen.  

5) Type 25’ in length box.

6) Type 90 in heading box.

m. Double click the left mouse button.

n. Draw a line on the screen.

o. Press the space bar on the keyboard.

p. A box appears on the screen.  

7) Type 25’ in length box.

8) Type 180 in heading box.

q. Double click the left mouse button.

r. Delete all the lines from the screen.
