TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


What do lines represent on a drawing?  (Electricity, property, house, etc.)  Rather than labeling, how could there lines be distinguished?

Discussion

1. Open new project.

a. On the file menu, select new project.

2. Save new project.

a. On the file menu, select save as:.

b. Delete *.

c. Type penlines.prj.

d. Click save.

3. Change width of lines.

a. On the preference menu, select pen styles.

b. A text box will appear.

c. Select solid line.

d. Change the width of the line by changing the number in the width box.

e. Change the number to 5.

f. Click OK.

g. Draw a line 8’ long.

Hint:
On the draw menu, select lines.


Draw line.


Push space bar.


Change length to 8’ and heading to 0.


Double click.

h. Notice how the width of the line is thicker.

i. Draw a line 16’ long.

The width of all the lines on this project will now be 5, unless you change the width.

4. Change solid line to dotted line.

a. On the preference menu, select pen styles.

b. A text box will appear.

c. Select dotted line.

d. Click OK.

e. Draw a line 10’ long.

f. Notice how the line is now dotted.

5. Change the color of a line.

a. On the preference menu, select colors.

b. A text box will appear.

c. Select color.

d. Click OK.

e. Draw a line 13’ long.

f. Notice how the line is now a color.
