TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


What is coping?  Why is coping used in a landscape drawing?  (used to distinguish lines and shapes for houses, bedlines, etc.)

Discussion

1. Coping is adding an edge to a shape or line.

2. Adding coping to a shape

a. Draw a 12’ x 12’ square.

b. On the draw menu, select coping.

c. Text box will appear for size of coping, coping effects, and brick width.

d. Change coping size to 14”.

e. Change brick width to 8”.

f. Click OK.

g. Select square.

h. Press right mouse button to end command.

OR

i. Select outlined square shape from the tool bar (to the left of the double tree symbol).

The coping size or brick width cannot be altered.  

Steps g through h remain the same.

3. Adding coping to a line

a.   The coping on a line will not have a brick design.  

b. Draw a straight line 25’ long.

c. Select coping from the draw menu.

d. Change coping size to 5”.

e. Click OK.

f. Select line.

g. Press right mouse button to end command.

Assignment:
A.   Open shapes1.prj.

B. On the shapes, cope the edges.

1. square – coping size 20”, brick size 2”

2. rectangle – coping size 2”, brick size 1”

3. circle – coping size 10”, brick size 5”

4. ellipse – coping size 15”, no bricks

5. hexagon – coping size -20”, brick size 2”

6. circle – coping size -10”, brick size 3”

7. square – coping size 30”, brick size 4”

8. ellipse– coping size 12”, brick size 6”

9. rectangle– coping size 25”, no bricks

10. nonagon – coping size 8”, brick size 2”

C. Draw the following lines and cope the edges.

11. 10’ – coping size 20”

12. 15’ – coping size 10”

13. 20’ – coping size 5”

D. Zoom in to see the brick drawings.

E.   Type name and coping drawing using annotation.

E. Saves as:   coping.prj
