TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


Are all shrubs and trees in nature the same size?  How can symbols be changed to a specific size?

Discussion

1. Changing the size of symbols

a. Place four symbols of plants on the screen.

Hint:


1.From the menu bar, select file.

2.Select fetch model.

3.A text box will appear, double click on plants.

4.Plants will appear in the left part of the text box.

5.Select plants again and click OK.

6.A text box will appear with plant symbols.

7.Select any plant.

8.Click load and the symbol will appear on the screen.

b. Select a symbol.

c. From the menu bar, select edit.

d. Select size.

e. A cursor with four arrows will appear.

f. Move the cursor.  The symbol changes size.

g. Look at the status bar in the lower right hand side of the screen.

h. Make the shrub 4 feet wide and 6 feet tall. (As close as possible)

A.   Change the size of ten different shrub symbols.

B. Change the size of ten different tree symbols.

C. Change the size of five-yard accessories.

D. Change the size of two cars.

E. Save as:  shrubs.prj
