Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set 

Assign students to groups of four.  Instruct student to develop a scenario that shows what it’s like to meet someone they do not like.  Have them determine what will be said and the type of body language that would be used.  Give students a few minutes to prepare.  Have each group show their scenario to the class and have the class rate whether their scenario was realistic or not.  
Now, instruct students to get into groups of three.  Students should now depict scenarios that show what it may look like to approach someone who may reject you… like that guy or girl you have had a crush on all year.  Your scenario should include what you would say and how you would act to that person.  Give students a few minutes to prepare.  Have each group show their scenario to the class and have the class rate whether their scenario was realistic or not.
Finally, instruct students to get into groups of five.  Students should depict scenarios that show what it may like to approach someone with whom you’re already friends.  Give students a few minutes to prepare.  Have each group show their scenario to the class and have the class rate whether their scenario was realistic or not.

Tell students that have just identified different types of verbal and non-verbal communication that is used when meeting new people.  Throughout the lesson students will learn new skills that will help them meet new people and why it is important to make a good impression.

Demonstrate skills helpful when meeting new people.



A. Eye contact




1. Signals interest




2. Look people in the eye

3. Don’t look around the person or at something specific such as clothes, hair, etc.

4. Hold eye contact for 2-3 seconds before you look away



B. Handshake




1. Should be firm, but not too strong




2. Stand up to shake hands




3. don’t hold on too long or too little



C. Etiquette




1. Have clean hands for handshake



2. Stand up when you meet someone




3. Avoid slang, vulgarity, rude comments or bias




4. Don’t interrupt a conversation just to meet someone




5. Smile




6. Be sincere




7. Don’t gossip



D. Appearance




1. Make an effort to look nice when you will be meeting people



E. Repeat names




1. To make sure you heard it correctly




2. To help you remember



F. Self-introduction




1. Include your name




2. Where you’re from




3. Why your there



G. Listen
